
Assist/control (A/C) mode

Tb is the breath period in seconds

TI is the length of the inspiratory phase in seconds (including TPL, 
the plateau time)

Figure 6-1 shows A/C breath delivery when no patient inspiratory 
effort is detected and all inspirations are VIMs.

Figure 6-2 shows A/C breath delivery when patient inspiratory effort 
is detected. The ventilator delivers PIM breaths at a rate greater than 
or equal to the set respiratory rate.
